You will need to reapply for travel assistance each academic year. Typically a period of study is two years, up to
three in exceptional circumstances. Once you’ve had support for two years you will not be eligible for support.

If you are not eligible for travel assistance, you may be eligible for a travel bursary.
You should contact your course provider directly to check eligibility. For those
attending a Sixth Form, you should in the first instance speak to your Head of Sixth
Form in the school.
