Ward profile of
Wallsend North Ward

Wallsend North ward includes part of Wallsend, Centurion Park Golf Club,
Richardson Dees Park and Prince Road Aboretum. Its northern boundary is
the A191 Whitley Road from the East Coast Main Line east to the junction
with the A186 Station Road then continuing east, following the footpath into
the Rising Sun Country Park.

The eastern boundary turns south from this point over open ground then
passing between Wallsend Jubilee Primary School and Beacon Hill School
to Mullen Road. It then follows Mullen Road east before turning south
between Prospect Avenue North and Tynedale Avenue then east along
Malton Gardens and south to meet the A1058 Coast Road, which it follows
north east to the bridge over Kings Vale. It then follows Kings Vale south
west before turning east then south over open land to Hall Grounds.

The southern boundary runs west then south west through Hall Grounds and

Richardson Dees Park before crossing the A186 Station Road and
continuing south west over open ground by Wallsend Burn to cross West
Street. It then continues to follow Wallsend Burn west to cross Rheydt
Avenue, where it turns south west then north west to follow the boundary of
Wallsend Boys Club before following the boundary of Centurion Park Golf
Club south west to the East Coast Main Line.

The western boundary is the East Coast Main Line from this point to the
A191 Whitley Road.

Wallsend North ward's neighbours are Forest Hall to the north, Battle Hill to
the east, Wallsend Central to the east and south and Longbenton and
Benton to the west.
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
